Doug was born and raised on
a farm in northern Maine as a
fundamentalist Christian. He be-
came a Unitarian in 1972 in
Springfield, Mass, where he met
Joyce, who put him through col-
lege and Seminary. He studied
business and philosophy and
then attended Starr King School
for the Ministry in Berkeley. In
1980 Doug was ordained as a
UU minister, and the same year
he was certified as a Humanist
Minister.

In 1982 he became a Federal
Labor Investigator in Oakland
with the National Labor Rela-
tions Board, and he still works
for the NLRB in Hartford.

Inspired by the life stories of
outstanding Humanists, and
finding that others were likewise
inspired by them, Doug began
writing the first of 17 popular
“Humanist Hero” presentations
in 1986, and these are now about
to appear in book form.

In 1989 he became a charter
member of our Humanist orga-
nization. He has served as its
president, and is currently its

vice-president.
