Married in 1949, they had a son
and daughter, and later went to
India where they worked to cure
disease and educate children of
the streets and of the well-to-do.

They brought Indian youth to
America, treated them as family,
and aided in their advanced edu-
cation. David and June’s lives
were spent in medicine and edu-
cation. They have been active in
Unitarian Universalism, Human-
ism, and social action all of their
lives, and still are, after 63 years
of marriage.
