Charles Darwin had visited As-
cension on the return leg of the
Beagle’s voyage in 1836. In his
diary, he recorded it as an arid,
volcanic island. The lush cloud
forest Wilkinson found on As-
cension Island in 2003 was the
product a collaboration between
Darwin and his closest friend, Jo-
seph Dalton Hooker.
