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John Dietrich,
Humanist Hero

Doug Peary returns as the fea-
tured speaker at our monthly
meeting on Monday, July 20,
with the latest in his popular se-
ries of Humanist Hero talks.
This time, the subject is John
Dietrich. Doug is a former presi-
dent, vice-president, and trea-
surer of the Humanist Associa-
tion of Connecticut and author
of two “Humanist Heroes”
books. As usual, the meeting will
be held at USNH, 700 Hartford
Turnpike, Hamden, at 7:30 p.m.

John Dietrich was born in
1878 and raised in the Reformed
Church in Pennsylvania. In 1905
he became a Reformed Minister
and served until defrocked in
1911. He became the Unitarian
pastor of the First Unitarian So-
ciety of Spokane, taking its
membership from 60 to 1500.

He moved to the First Unitar-
ian Church in Minneapolis,
Minnesota in late 1916. The
membership was in decline and
Dietrich increased it to over
1000, with over 2000 attending
services at times. His services
reached far more people over the
radio. He met Curtis Reese in
1917 and the two of them made
religious humanism popular all
over the country. He became
known as “the Father of
Humanism.”

In the late 1920’s a group of
religious humanists worked to
produce a naturalistic, religious,
Humanist Manifesto, which was
published in 1933.

Hundreds of his sermons were
published over the years in what
was called the “Humanist Pulpit.”

He was awarded a Doctor of
Divinity degree by the Unitarian
Meadville Lombard Seminary.
In 1936 Raymond Bragg was
hired to be the humanist min-
ister in Minnneapolis, and
